Degree Planner Update (P. Hawley)


Question was raised – can advisors have the same view as the student so that they can better advise students.  There are no screen shots in the How To section.  We need to add the screen shots in the Advising Center links and to the Degree Planner.  Arnold said that could be done for Fall 2019 registration.  He needs a person in Records to work with.  At the same time they should create a training document.

Degree Donut (P. Hawley)


How often is the Degree Donut updated?  Collier said it is updated on the weekends.  Advisors need to be told that the planners are not updated live and they should make sure they are advising correctly.  Arnold indicated that the update should be done every day but it often does not work.  That is why there is a controlled update every weekend.  Arnold said there is an option in 9.2 to have student press a button and have their donut and planner update real time.

II.     Update:  9.2 PS Upgrade (A. Foelster/R. Caretti)
Update will take place over the 4th of July weekend.  Goal is to not impact anyone.  Concern is that change is happening in the middle of Orientation.  Promise has been made that the look and feel will be identical as 9.0.  Upgrades and new features will be slowly implemented in the Fall.  Items that impact Advising will be bought to these meetings.  The last Orientation before Go Live is June 27th and won’t begin again until July 10th.  Communication needs to be drafted by Yvette and Ralph to send out that the upgrade will happen.
III.     Update:  Search for Classes that Don’t Require a Pre-Req – In College Scheduler (P. Hawley/A. Foelster
You can go through Advising Center, through the How To’s, through the student 

You go into the schedule, Add Course, select Attribute of No Prerequisite and select a class.  In 9.2 you can select a course by keywords.  There are more attributes that can be added.  It will allow to do a more global search.

IV.     Update:  Incomplete/In Progress for Degree Audit (P. Hawley)
It is in Degree Audit.  There is no blocking registration as of now for student to register for one of their Incomplete class.

V.     Update:  Archive Wait List View (R. Caretti)

In a holding pattern.  Kevin was able to create a link in the class roster through REX.  The issue would be that the advisor or instructor would need to sign into REX.  We will hold out until REX is part of single sign on.  We need to make sure that the faculty have access to REX in order to access this specific report.

VI.     Update:  Notify Faculty When Student Adds or Drops During First 10 Days (A. Knapp)
It has been decided that this is not a good idea.  Not confident they will use it in a proper manner.

VII.     Update:  Assign Advisee Enhancement (A. Foelster)

Engineering is the only department that has been using it.  They have a batch assign of advisees to advisor.  Major concern is still deleting student once they change their major.  Currently they remain in the old department.
